TOWNSHIP OF MAHWAH

WATER/SEWER UTILITY RATE CHANGES
With the July 2009 bills for the Water and Sewer Department, increases have been implemented to reflect actual operating costs of the Department and to make the Department self sufficient.

The new water rate structure has three classes based on the volume of water used in the quarter.  (The old rate structure had two classes).  The new structure based on cubic feet per quarter is:


Less than 1,000 cu. ft. (minimum charge)


Between 1,000 cu. ft. and 35,000 cu. ft.


Over 35,000 cu. ft.

The standard rate for minimum quarterly water usage has decreased from $23.96 for 1,400 cu. ft. to $21.30 for 1,000 cu. ft.

For quarterly usage between 1,000 cu. ft. and 35,000 cu. ft. the standard rate has increased from $1.53 to $2.68 per 100 cu. ft.
The quarterly usage over 35,000 cu. ft. the standard rate has changed from $1.53 to $3.21 per 100 cu. ft.

There will also be a summer surcharge for water usage during three summer months.

There are no changes to the sewer rates.

The minimum sewer charge remains $80.00 and now is based on minimum water usage of 1,000 cu. ft. per quarter.  The old minimum sewer charge was based on 1,400 cu. ft. of usage.  All usage over 1,000 cu. ft./quarter is now charged at the unchanged rate of $4.30 per 100 cu. ft./quarter.

Sewer customers using private water wells continue to be billed based on volume of 3,000 cu. ft. per quarter.  The bill for such usage has increased to $166.00 per quarter.
